Born in 1947 in Florence, Italy. In 1971 he graduated in Economic Sciences at the University of Florence.


Between 1974-1988 he was a Senior Officer at the Municipality of Florence where he directed the Economic Development Department from 1978. He dealt with the main economic and environmental issues of the Florentine metropolitan region, such as industries location, professional training, research and technology development, public finances and local services organization.


He carried out studies on Regional Sciences and projects to set up public and private partnerships in the main fields of local services.


Since 1980 he has been an auditor for several public and private companies. He is enrolled in the National Register of the Auditors of accounts (n. 20571 D.M. 12/4/1995).

In 1988 he was appointed General Manager of Mercafir, the joint stock company set up by the Municipality of Florence to manage the new Food Wholesale Centre of Florence. In an area of 300.000 sqm the Centre encompasses the wholesale markets of fruits and vegetables, meat, fish, flowers and catering oriented facilities.


In his position as General Manager he is directly responsible of the management of the company and of the running of the wholesale markets.

Since November 1997 he has been a Member of the Experts Committee appointed by the Italian Minister of Industry and Commerce to examine and approve the projects of the 14 new Food Wholesale Markets that has received a financial support from the State.


In his international activity for Mercafir he carried out consulting and studies to develop  wholesale markets in different regions of the world (Senegal, Argentina, Greece, Hungry).


He has been member of the Board of Directors of the World Union of Wholesale Markets since 1992. He served as President from 1996 to 1998 and as Vice President from 1993 to 1996 and from 1998 to 2002. In April 2006 he has been nominated Honorary President of the Union. 
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
